László Imre was born in 1944, in Csorna. He went to grade school and high school in Hódmezővásárhely, following which he started his studies at Kossuth Lajos Tudományegyetem [Lajos Kossuth University of Arts and Sciences] of Debrecen as a Hungarian major in 1963. After his graduation, he became an instructor at the Institute of Literary History, where he taught world literature and (primarily) 19th-century Hungarian literature. In 1970, he earned a dr. univ. degree for his dissertation on the Russian symbolic novel and, in 1984, he defended his dissertation for a Candidate of Arts degree (on A magyar verses regény [Hungarian Epic Poems]). In 1987, he was awarded the title Doctor of Humanities (of HAS) and, in 1988, he was appointed full professor and head of department. In 1989, he was elected Dean of Humanities, in 1997, Vice Rector of KLTE and, in 2003, Rector of the University of Debrecen. Between 1992 and 1996, he was a guest professor at the University of Helsinki. Since 2007, he has been a member of HAS, first as a correspondent, then as an ordinary member. Even before that, he became the vice president of Magyar Irodalomtörténeti Társaság [Hungarian Society of Literary History], a columnist of the journal ALFÖLD of Debrecen and a member of the editorial board of the periodical PROTESTÁNS SZEMLE [Protestant Review]. The list of his several grants includes Széchenyi Professzori Ösztöndíj [Széchenyi Professors’ Grant] and Charles Simonyi Scholarship Grant. His awards (among others) comprise: Ferenc Toldy Award, Albert Szent-Györgyi Award, Cross of Merit of the Hungarian Republic, Honorary Citizen of Debrecen, Széchenyi Award. His academic oeuvre contains 11 self-contained volumes and more than 500 individual publications. His academic method is characterized by the use of genre historical procedures, while his viewpoint strives to classify pieces from Dugonics’s Etelka to Péter Esterházy’s works by using consistent categories and interpreting them as the examples of an organic development of literature.
