Miklós Rusvai graduated from Állatorvostudományi Egyetem [University of Veterinary Medicine] in 1978, the same year he also started to work at Járványtani Tanszék [Department of Epizootiology] of the same university. 

During the course of his work, he primarily studied the viral respiratory and gastrointestinal disorders of young animals, with special attention to conditions caused by adenoviruses, parainfluenza virus type 3, coronaviruses and reoviruses. In addition to studying the epidemiological consequences of these infectious diseases, he also investigated the molecular structure of viruses (including primarily adenoviruses). He defended his dissertation written about this topic, titled A kettes típusú bovin adenovírus elterjedtsége, fehérje- és génszerkezete, kórokozóképessége [Prevalence, pathogenicity, protein and gene structure of bovine adenovirus type 2] in 1993. His doctor of HAS degree was awarded to him for his dissertation written in 2009 on A szarvasmarha és a ló légzőszervi tünetegyüttesének előidézésében szerepet játszó egyes kórokozók vizsgálata [Examination of certain pathogens involved in the development of bovine and equine respiratory syndromes]. As an indication of the international recognition of his work, he spent a year both at the University of Udinei (Italy) and at the Uppsala-based Biomedicum (Sweden). As an expert of FAO and IMF, he also worked in Ukraine, Albania, Vietnam and Somalia.

Miklós Rusvai was appointed full professor in 2000, following which he headed the department of Kórbonctani és Igazságügyi Állatorvostan [Pathological and Forensic Vetrinary Medicine] between 2002 and 2015-ig, and presided the Állatorvostudományi Doktori Iskola [Doctoral School of Veterinary Science] between 2010 and 2015. He retired in 2016.
His academic findings have been published in 147 publications in refereed scientific journals, and his journal impact factor is 143.8; with 1307 independent citations and a Hirsch index of 24.

He has taught virology at the University of Veterinary Medicine since 1978 and, as a guest professor, at Loránd Eötvös University from 1990 until his retirement. Ten of his students have acquired a Ph.D. degree. He has carried out research that laid the foundations for the study of viral infections in honeybees and, consequently, he has been elected Vice President for General Affairs of Országos Magyar Méhészeti Egyesület [National Hungarian Beekeeping Association].

Between 1996 and 2004, he received a Széchenyi Grant. He is a member of MTA Állatorvostudományi Bizottság [Committee of HAS on Veterinary Medicine], Vice President of Magyar Mikrobiológus Társaság [Hungarian Society for Microbiology] and an awardee of Manninger díj. In 2018, he received a “Pro Negotione” medal from Szent István University and a Hőgyes-Aujeszky Memorial Medal from Magyar Zoonózis Társaság [Hungarian Society on Zoonozes], while in 2021, he earned the title “Veterinary Surgeon of the Year” from Magyar Állatorvosi Kamara [Hungarian Veterinary Chamber] and became the winner in the Science category of the recognition Jász-Nagykun-Szolnok Megye Príma díjasa [Jász-Nagykun-Szolnok County Prima Prize Awardee].
